T he Leadership 100
Award for Excellence

Hellenic ideals 
in America.

Leadership 100 disburses
grants ranging from scholarship
funds for individuals studying for the

priesthood, building an
information infrastructure
and Internet ministries for 
the Archdiocese, promoting
Home Mission and providing
assistance to emergencies such
as September 11, earthquakes
and medical needs.  

The Leadership 100 Executive
Committee approves grants after
consultation with the Archbishop
and after review of grant applica-
tions meeting its guidelines.  The
principal of the Endowment Fund
remains permanently restricted
and inviolate.

With the initial goal of 100 
members soon surpassed,  
Leadership 100 “raised the bar”
and set the Endowment Fund’s
goal progressively at 300, 500,
600 and now 700 members.
The membership includes a
broad spectrum of Greek
Orthodox leaders, men and
women of all ages from
every field.

grams that promote
Orthodoxy and Hel-
lenism into the
21st Century.

His Eminence
A r c h b i s h o p
Demetrios was

elected Archbishop of Ameri-
ca on August 19, 1999 by the

Holy Synod of the Ecumenical
Patriarchate convened by His All

Holiness Ecumenical Patriarch
Bartholomew. He was enthroned at
the Archdiocesan Cathedral of the
Holy Trinity in New York City on
September 18, 1999.

Archbishop Demetrios was born in
Thessaloniki, Greece, on February
1, 1928. He was graduated from the
University of Athens School of The-
ology, with distinction, in 1950. He was ordained a
deacon in 1960 and a priest in 1964. He was elect-
ed Titular Bishop of Vresthena in 1967, as Auxil-
iary Bishop to the Archbishop of Athens with primary
responsibility for theological education.

From 1965 to 1971, Archbishop Demetrios was
a graduate student on a scholarship studying New
Testament and Christian Origins at Harvard Uni-
versity where he was awarded a Ph.D. with dis-
tinction in 1972.

In 1968, he was elected as Metropolitan of
Attica and Megaris, but refused the post due
to the political conditions in Greece at the
time. In 1977, he earned the Th.D. degree
from the University of Athens.

The Archbishop served as Distinguished
Professor of Biblical Studies and Christ-

ian Origins at Holy Cross Greek Ortho-
dox School of Theology from 1983 to

1993, having taught many of Amer-
ica’s Greek Orthodox clergy. He

also taught at the Harvard Divin-
ity School as Visiting Profes-

sor of New Testament.

In 1993, Archbish-
op Demetrios returned to
Greece to pursue scholarly
research and writing full time.
He is the author of four major
books: Authority and Passion
(1987); The Transcendent God of
Eugnostos (1991); Christ, the Pre-
Existing God (1992); and The
Fathers Interpret (1996).

Since his enthronement, His Emi-
nence has become a widely recog-
nized and frequently honored
religious leader. He was a constant
presence at Ground Zero from the

day after the tragedy of September 11,
ministering to the needs of all people and offering
counsel and advice to President George W. Bush. He
also participated in the Inaugural Prayer Service for
President Bush. As Chairman of the Standing Con-
ference of Canonical Orthodox Bishops in the Amer-
icas, he has become the recognized leader of the 7
million-strong American Orthodox Community.

The year 2003 was marked by two special occa-
sions for His Eminence. As Exarch of the 
Ecumenical Patriarchate, leading the largest
Eparchy of the Ecumenical Throne – the Greek
Orthodox Archdiocese of America, he headed
an official delegation to meet with His Holi-
ness Pope John Paul II on the Feastday of
Ss. Peter and Paul. And in November, he
was honored with induction into the Acad-
emy of Athens, the premier intellectual 
institution of Greece “as an abroad-
residing member of the Academy 
of Athens in the area of ethics 
and political science”, having
been unanimously elected a
year earlier in recognition of 
his valuable contributions.

A second-generation Greek American, Ms.
Kanakaredes was born and raised in Akron,
Ohio and is the third daughter of an insur-
ance salesman and homemaker.  She attend-
ed Ohio State University to study music,
dance and theater and later transferred to
Point Park College in Pittsburgh, where
she graduated magna cum laude with a
Bachelor of Fine Arts in theater.

Ms. Kanakaredes lives with her
husband Peter and their two chil-
dren, in Los Angeles and still
spends considerable time in
her native Akron.

Star of television, film and theater, Melina
Kanakaredes is most familiar to audiences

for her portrayal as Dr. Sydney Hansen on
the popular television series Providence and
a recent performance in Cabaret on Broad-
way.  Her film credits include 15 Minutes
with Robert De Niro, Rounders, Danger-
ous Beauty, and The Long Kiss Goodnight.
