In honoring Leadership 100’s Founding Members with the Archbishop lakovos Leadership
100 Award for Excellence at the 25th Anniversary Celebration Conference we are cognizant
of their vision and zeal as well as their dedication to service and determination to pass the
torch of leadership to the next generation.

The Life-Time Founding Members are Arthur C.Anton,Andrew A.Athens,
George K. Chimples, Peter M. Dion and Michael Jaharis. George P. Kokalis,
also a Founding Member, passed away June 24, 2008. Another Founding
Member, Thomas A. Athens, died in June of 2002. The latter two will be
awarded posthumously.

The Award was established by the Archbishop lakovos Leadership 100
Endowment Fund, Incorporated in honor of its visionary founder, the late
Archbishop lakovos, and is bestowed on outstanding Greek and Greek
American leaders who have excelled in the pursuit of their vocation and
exhibited the gift of leadership. In special circumstances, and in the spirit
of Philhellenism, the Award is given to an outstanding leader, regardless of
religion or national background, who has exemplified the universal values
and ideals of Orthodoxy and Hellenism.

Gianna Angelopoulos Daskalaki in 2008.

Each of our Founders, however, stands out amongst these previous
recipients as a giant of philanthropy whose special devotion to Orthodoxy
and Hellenism over 25 years has shown unparalleled commitment to the
goals of Leadership 100.While their talents have made their contributions
unique, together they have exhibited wisdom, compassion and special
understanding as our Church and Community have grown to meet the
challenges of these changing times. We take this moment to reflect on
those not with us, honoring their memory, while at the same time cherishing
those still with us to guide and enlighten the next generation to take up
the torch of leadership.
